DIRECTIONS TO  MOOR WOOD 

From the A435- Cheltenham going South

Moor Wood Stables, Woodmancote, Cirencester, Glos.

Taking the A435 towards Cirencester you will pass through Colesbourne. Continue for about 2 miles until you approach Rendcomb. There is a turning for Woodmancote- turn right. If you have a horse with you this road is not suitable- continue on the A435 to the next right turning and follow the directions in italics below.

Go up the hill for about a mile, turn left at the T junction. About 200m further there is a phone box and the road turns sharply left- continue on it. Past the next few houses is a driveway on the right- the only right turning, just before the road junction. It has stone gate posts and a coach house. Go down there- now see “In Moor Wood” below.

If you are bringing a horse:

Continue past that first turning to Woodmancote for about 1 mile. Take the next right turn- there is no easily visible signpost, it’s on a right bend just as you are approaching North Cerney. If you come to the Bathurst Arms you have gone too far. Go straight up that road, up a long hill. Don’t turn. After about 1.3 miles, you’ll see a sign “Please drive carefully through the village”. You’re in Woodmancote. 

Past the first buildings, and a post and rail fence, you come to a junction. A road joins from the left, and there’s a signpost on the left. Just past the signpost is a turning, through stone gate posts. Go down. You’re in Moorwood! If you get as far as the telephone box in Woodmancote, you’ve gone too far.

IN MOOR WOOD

Entering the gates, go down through the trees. There’s a road going off to the right,  but go straight. WATCH OUT FOR THE INVISIBLE SPEED RAMP. You’ll see an enormous house in front of you, which unfortunately isn’t where we live. Turn right, keep going down the hill, stay on the tarmac. Just keep going downhill, between the two stable yards. Just past the house, turn right into the car park. Ring the school bell with the cat on it if nobody appears!
