DIRECTIONS TO  MOOR WOOD 

From the A429

Moor Wood Stables, Woodmancote, Cirencester, Glos.

(From the North London area on M40 head for Oxford using A40. Go round Oxford ring road and continue straight at roundabouts towards Cheltenham. Pass Witney and Burford then you reach A429 roundabout just after Northleach.)

At the A40-A429 roundabout, which is covered in big chevrons, turn left towards Cirencester. You soon go down a hill and there are traffic lights. At the bottom of a second big hill about 4 miles on is the Fosseway Inn, and then about 1 or 2 miles later is the Hare and Hounds pub. Turn right immediately beyond the pub, towards Calmsden. Go ‘straight’ through Calmsden, continue over the crossroad one mile beyond, then on for 1/2 mile to North Cerney. Drive very slowly as the road starts to go down the hill! You will pass a pink pub on the left at the bottom (the Bathurst Arms). A few yards on, take a R at the T junction (A435) and immediately turn L to Woodmancote. 

Go straight up that road, up a long hill. Don’t turn. After about 1.3 miles, you’ll see a sign “Please drive carefully through the village”. You’re in Woodmancote. 

Past the first buildings, and a post and rail fence, you come to a junction. A road joins from the left, and there’s a signpost on the left. Just past the signpost is a turning, through stone gate posts next to a coach house. Go down. You’re in Moor Wood! If you get as far as the telephone box in Woodmancote, you’ve gone too far.

IN MOOR WOOD

Entering the gates, go down through the trees. There’s a road going off to the right,  but go straight. WATCH OUT FOR THE INVISIBLE SPEED RAMP. You’ll see an enormous house in front of you, which unfortunately isn’t where we live. Turn right, keep going down the hill, stay on the tarmac. You will pass between the two stable yards. Just past the house, turn right into the car park.
