
DIRECTIONS TO  MOOR WOOD

FROM CIRENCESTER

Go out of Cirencester on the Cheltenham road (ie get on the bypass east of town, and stay on it). You pass a petrol station on your right, and shortly after it a Mitsubishi garage on your left. Shortly after this is a turning to the right towards Cheltenham- the A435.
After about 2 miles you go under the big bridge, and then shortly afterwards the road turns hard left. There’s a few new houses on the left, and you turn left shortly after this, at a sign marked “Perrott’s Brook”. Go over the crossroads and straight up that road, up a long hill. You’ll be on a narrow road, but there are lots of passing places and as long as you go sufficiently slowly, it’s quite passable for horse boxes. Don’t turn. After about 2 miles, you’ll see a sign “Please drive carefully through the village”. You’re in Woodmancote. 

Past a post and rail fence, you come to a T junction. There’s a signpost on the left. Turn left and immediately,  just past the signpost, turn sharp left through stone gate posts. If you’re in a box or with a trailer, you’ll need to swing out wide. Go down. You’re in Moor Wood! If you get as far as the telephone box in Woodmancote, you’ve gone too far.

Entering the gates, go down through the trees. There’s a road going off to the right,  but go straight. WATCH OUT FOR THE INVISIBLE SPEED RAMP! You’ll see an enormous tree and house in front of you, which unfortunately isn’t where we live. Turn right, keep going down the hill, stay on the tarmac. Just past the stables, turn right into the car park. We live in the main part of the house there, accessed through the beige gates. If no-one answers, honk your horn!
